


Model B: Should be shipped to dealers in a month or so. It was
shown at Paris: the comments were that it sounded like the M, with a
little less bass! It plays loud and sounds wonderful--as you will
hear in a month or so., We prophesy that intelligent demonstration
will make it sell to those who want the H or M, but can't afford the
space or the money. Recommended, that you mount it on the same fif-
teen degree slantback stands developed for the H and the Q, and now
available. The difference is amazing!

Model Q: In recent shipments, you will find that the Q has a
new dome tweeter, colored black. This tweeter is even more rugged,
and has a higher BL factor, making the current Qs even more reliable
and crisper in sound. Be sure to demonstrate it on the new stand
(above) s it seems to make the Q a sure sale.

I hope, by the time of CES, to be showing you prototypes of the
Model D, the "linear phase" loudspeaker we have promised between the
R/II and the M. If we can employ new drivers we are now testing, the
D will be very interesting indeed... a high level, high quality loud-
speaker at a fair price.

The L is delayed, awaiting other drivers in development. So 1s
the Super Monitor, awaiting new drivers. It may or may not use the
ribbon that some of you who have come to Philadelphia have liked so
much. Progress in the art of drivers is rapid, and we may use the
radical new drivers we are now testing. :
