The FRIED Model C

Model C is the satellite developed for the Super Monitor, part of
a three year project (see Newletters 12-14) directed toward a new

reference monitoring loudspeaker. It is now available separately,
either in factory manufactured or kit form.

Model C incorporates the same ultra-advanced treble dome
unit used in theB/2; and a new low profile 6" bass-mid driver;
the two crossed over by a refined first order network similar to
that of the B/2, but adapted for the new driver and cabinet shape.

The cabinet of the C is pyramidal, 10 1/2" wide at bottom,
6" wide at top; 9" deep at bottom, 6 1/2" deep at top. The top
and side edges of the front are rounded. It approaches more
closely to the ideal "expanding sound source" beloved of the text
writers than can any rectangular or spherical shape. Long hours
of controlled listening tests verify the basic soundness of the
design in furnishing a more accurate and realistic stereo image
than heretofore possible.

In addition, the rounded pyramidal shape makes for greater
structural solidity, fewer major resonant internal modes, and
permits a more proper orientation for optimum dispersion, and
minimum secondary radiation resulting from spurious diffraction.
