


So, we were requested to produce a lower cost subwoofer, one that didn't
"boom'', (We were told that all the others did) ; one that could be used
with FRIED speakers to extend the bass, increase the power handling (s»o
necessary with CDs), and reduce midband distortion (for a full treatment
of cross modulation distortion, see the "IAR'"),

Wz started to develop such a subwoofer, with an inbuilt series net-
work for proper integration, We showed it to the industry, prior to
production, and immediately the reviewers went to work: '"one of the few
that did not have a boomy sound" (IAR),,,''truly awesome bass' (Hans Fantel,
N.Y. Times),.."best low priced system" (consensus of industry at Las Vegas
CES, January 1985).

That system, immortalized by Mr, Fantel, of the N.Y. Times as the
"Triplet" system (he added that it had "a natural clarity found only in
the very best loudspeakers, regardless of cost'"), will be given similar
reviews in major publications, The Beta itself has received eloquent
praise ("in its class a superb system',,,"best low priced speaker we know
of",.."historically, his speakers have come closer than most to sounding
like live musical timbres'), The Q/3 has been praised("gets loud and still
sounds musical",,,''very impressive performance'"), The STUDIO IV ("the most
obvious thing about these loudspeakers is their superb bass'.,.''the highs
are positively gorgeous'",,,'"very dynamic'"), and the G/2A ("for about half
the price it beats the pants off the previous generation of technically

advanced loudspeakers such as the B&W 301 and the KEF 105".,.,a breakthrough
loudspeaker') .,
